The Myers-Briggs Type Indicator® (MBTI®
instrument is one of Canada's most widely
used personality assessments. The MBTI
Step | Form M and the MBTI Step Il Form Q
have been well accepted since their
introduction. The MBTI instruments are
available in both French and English. The
French versions of the MBTI have been
used for almost 20 years in the French

speaking communities throughout Canada.

The following data supplement includes
information about Canadian MBTI
assessments in both French and English.
The data is drawn from MBTI assessments
taken in Canada. As such they represent a
wide range of organizations both private and
public, as well as a large number of small

consulting practices.

The results presented here are compared
with the data published in the MBTI Manual
Myers, McCaulley, Quenk, and Hammer,
1998). The USA data is a national
representative sample of 3000 (1478 males
and 1531 females). The data is presented
as a series of type tables. Type tables are a
way of illustrating the proportion of each
type within a particular group. For each of
the 16 types, the number of cases, the
percentage of the total that this represents,
and the Self Selection Ratio (SSR) is shown.
The SSR (McCaulley, 1985) is a way of
demonstrating whether a given type appears
more or less often in a particular group than
would be expected compared to a reference
group. An SSR greater than 1 indicates that

a type is over-represented, and an SSR of

less than 1 that it is under-represented. As
mentioned above the SSR has been
calculated in comparison to the USA general
population (Myers, McCaulley, Quenk, and
Hammer, 1998). Type tables are presented
for English assessments (Total, Male and
Female); French assessments (Total, Male
and Female); MBTI Qualification program

participants (Total, Male and Female).

Canadian English Type Tables
Table 1 presents the results obtained for
58000 MBTI assessments in Canada in
English. Compared to the USA national
representative sample the types with a
preference for Intuition are over-
represented. The highest percentage of
English respondents reported preferences
associated with ISTJ, the preferences next
most commonly reported are ESTJ, ENFP,
ENTP, ESFJ and ISFJ. Overall the group
has preferences for Extraversion, Sensing,

Thinking and Judging.

Table 2 and Table 3 show the English
Canadian data by gender. The highest
percentage of English male respondents
reported preferences associated with ESTJ
and ISTJ. The preferences next most
commonly reported are INTP, ESTP, ISTP,
and ENTJ. Overall the group has
preferences for Extraversion, Sensing,
Thinking and Judging. The highest
percentage of English female respondents
reported preferences associated with ENFP.
The preferences next most commonly
reported are ESTJ, ESFJ, ISTJ, INFP and
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ESFP. Overall the group has preferences for

Extraversion, Sensing, Feeling and Judging.

Canadian French Type Tables
Table 4 presents the results obtained for
5227 MBTI assessments in Canada in
French. Overall the group has preferences
for Extraversion, Sensing, Thinking and
Perception. Compared to the USA national
representative sample the types with a
preference for Extraversion are over-
represented. The highest percentage of
French respondents reported preferences
associated with ESTJ, the preferences next
most commonly reported are ENFP, ISTJ,
ESTP, ENTP and ESFJ.

Table 5 and Table 6 show the Canadian
data by gender. The highest percentage of
French male respondents reported
preferences associated with ESTJ. The
preferences next most commonly reported
are ESTP, ISTJ, ENTP, ENTJ and ISTP.
Overall the group has preferences for
Extraversion, Sensing, Thinking and
Perception. The highest percentage of
French female respondents reported
preferences associated with ENFP. The
preferences next most commonly reported
are ESFP, ESTJ, ESFJ, ISTJ and ESTP.
Overall the group has preferences for
Extraversion, Sensing, Feeling and

Perception.

Canadian MBTI Qualification
Workshop Participants

Table 7 presents the results obtained for
790 MBTI assessments taken by MBTI
Qualification Workshop Participants. As can
be seen, the highest percentage of
participants reported preferences associated
with ENFP, the preferences next most
commonly reported are INFP, ENTP, ISTJ,
ENFJ and ENTJ. Overall the group has
preferences for Extraversion, Intuition,
Feeling and Perception. Compared to the
USA national representative sample the
types with a preference for Extraversion and

Intuition are over-represented.

Table 8 and Table 9 show the Canadian
workshop participants by gender. The
highest percentage of male respondents
reported preferences associated with ENFP,
the preferences next most commonly
reported are INFP, ISTJ, ENTP, INTP and
ENTJ. Overall the group has preferences for
Extraversion, Intuition, Feeling and
Perception. The highest percentage of
French female respondents reported
preferences associated with ENFP, the
preferences next most commonly reported
are ENTP, INFP, ISTJ, ENFJ and ENTJ.
Overall the group has preferences for
Extraversion, Intuition, Feeling and

Perception.
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Overviews

Tables 10, 11 and 12 give an overview of
the type distributions presented in the type
tables. They include data about the 16
types for the USA national sample,
Canadian English sample, Canadian French
sample and Canadian Qualification
Workshop participants' sample. Table 10
contains the data for the total sample, Table
11 for Males, and Table 12 for Females.
Tables 13, 14, and 15 give an overview of
preferences, pairs and temperaments. They
include data about preferences, pairs and
temperaments for the USA national sample,
Canadian English sample, Canadian French
sample and Canadian Qualification
Workshop participants' sample. Table 13
contains the data for the total sample, Table

14 for Males, and Table 15 for Females.

It is evident from these Tables that
Canadian French language test takers show
a higher level of Extraversion and
Perception than both the USA sample and
the Canadian English sample. The USA
data shows a higher percentage of the
sample have a Sensing preference than
both English and French Canadians. In
terms of temperaments the USA sample
demonstrates a preference for SF
(sensing/Feeling) - 43%, both the Canadian
English and French samples for ST
(Sensing/Thinking) - 33% and 38%
respectively. Qualification workshop
participants show a preference for NF
(Intuition/Thinking) - 42%.

Both French Canadian and English
Canadian Males report a higher percentage
preference for Extraversion and Thinking,
the French percentage being substantially
higher for French Males. In terms of
temperaments the USA, Canadian English
and Canadian French samples show a
preference for ST (Sensing/Thinking)
Qualification workshop male participants
show a preference for NF (Intuition/Thinking)
- 35%.

Both French Canadian and English
Canadian Females report a lower
preference for both Sensing and Feeling
than their USA counterparts. French
Females show a higher percentage
preference for Perception. Interms of
temperaments USA females show a
preference for SF (Sensing/Feeling) — 56%.
Both Canadian female sample show a more
even spread of preference with NT
(Intuition/Thinking) being the lowest in both
cases. Again NF (Intuition/Feeling) is the
preferred preference for Female workshop

participants.
